This novena, rooted in the
biblical tradition and the Church's social teaching, is intended to promote justice and peace in our
neighborhoods, our country, and our world.

This novena is prayed for nine days in a row beginning October 31st and ending on election day,
November 8th 2016. The novena follows the same format everyday:

DAILY READING

[The Lord said]:
